Please remember, correct fitting is the key
to successful use of boots and some
boots like the Epics, Bares and Grips have
the advantage of adjustments, whether
inserting a pad or using smaller cables or
inside straps etc to make a better fit.
Boots should always be a snug fit to
ensure a correct fit and the feet should
also be regularly trimmed.
